BEEF MANAGEMENT TIPS
—— Spring Calving Cow Herd

Study the performance of last year's calf crop and

plan for improvement. Plan your breeding program

and consider a better herd sire(s). Select herd sires
which will allow you to meet your goals and be willing
to pay for superior animals.

+ Consider vaccinating the cows to help prevent calf
scours.

*+ Keep replacement heifers gaining to increase the
probability of puberty occurring before the start of the
spring breeding season.

+ Start cows on the high magnesium mineral
supplement soon. Consider protein supplementation if
hay is less than 10% crude protein. If cows are thin,
begin energy (grain) supplementation now. Cows

must reach YR
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reproductive success. Supplementation now allows
adequate time for cows to calving in adequate body
condition score.

+ Get ready for the calving season! See that all
equipment and materials are ready, including
obstetrical equipment, record forms or booklets,
eartags, scales for obtaining birthweights, etc.
